CIMES (IARC) VIDEO Project Rulings
as accepted by the FICS-Congress in Hilversum, The Netherlands, October 26th 1990.

1.
Participation in the video competition is subject to the same rulings as for audio, particularly Art. 1 through 4 of the “General IARC Rules”. The following points are valid for VIDEO only.

2.
To qualify as a “video project”, entries must have been recorded by amateur camera or camcorder and stored on video tape. Re-recordings of amateur or professional films on video are unacceptable.

3.
The maximum length of a video project is 10 minutes; overtime limit 2%.

4.
Categories:

a. Reports (including tourism), documentaries;

b. Acting scenes of either serious or humorous content, sketchs;

c. Illustrated musical or literary works;

d. Experiments with sounds and pictures (clips, tricks, collages, abstract themes).

e. Documentaries.

5.
Technical Regulations.

Acceptable systems: VHS, S-VHS (both also on C-Cassettes), Video8, Hi8, in CCIR/PAL.

Before the actual project recording, a test signal should be recorded for approx. 30 seconds in order to regulate the tracking on the replay apparatus.

Reels or cassettes and their boxes must bear the title of the project and the author’s name and address and be legible.

6.
Each country may submit a maximum of four video projects. Further, the participating country will see to it that each project submitted is accompanied by a legible, fully completed technical sheet as shown in the sample of organizers, and that this technical sheet contains all necessary information as to the techniques used in the project. (Make of camera and recorder system, soundtrack mono/stereo, horizontal or diagonal (helical scan) track or mixed).

Projects with a commentary must include a summary of their contents in the tree official FICS languages: English, German and French.

7.
Projects participating in the competition must be free of copyright limitations; they must be allowed to be copied free of charge by FICS members and also made available to television stations for possible broadcasting.
